Hired Latinx Child Farmworkers:

HEAT-RELATED ILLNESS (HRI)

HRI results from prolonged exposure to high temperatures
and humidity. HRI is dangerous and can cause death.

Children are at greater risk of HRI than adults.
A recent study in North Carolina of over 230 hired

Latinx child farmworkers age 10-17 found heat to be a
primary danger in the fields.
